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Listening to Rock'n Roll, watching television, reading newspapers and going out on

dates are the major activities of these ex~-Corpsmen.

Generally, the graduates, dropouts, and discharges are similor in the frequency of
participating in most of thg activities. The graduates are somewhat more directed, however,
they "just hang around” and “play pool"a good dea! less than do the other groups and go
out on dates somewhat more. This is also a reflection of the higher age level of the

graduates.
Religious Attendance’

Each respondent wos asked how often he attended church services before entering

the Job Corps, during his stay in the Job Corps and since leaving:
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
