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"On or about the early part of 1970 myself and sev#
eral friends were involved in the purchase of Methodone in
the southwestern part of Washington D. C. We were able to
purchase as much Methadone, (which on zome days ranged up
to the hundreds of dollars' worth.)}"--as we were able to
pay for.

"The doctor was completely aware of what was going on,
and made no effort to hide it, Not too far from thils same
location was another doctor who was dolng the same exact
thing., The drugs which were purchased were taken to Balt-
imore where they were sold on the streets for higher prices,

From about the middle of 1973, up till the later part
of 1975 I was involved in the buying of pills through doc-
tors in the Baltimore area. Thls was set up so that I had
medical'assistance, and could go to various doctors during
the day. I was able to purchase varlous types of drugs,

ineluding valium, parest, nebutal, seconal, tufiinals, pla-
