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OPERATIONS OFFICER

This is responsible work in the State office, involving the development of operational plans, the
organization of civil defense resources, and the coordination of all elements of the operational
plans. Duties may also include the organization of, and direction of training for civil defense
manpower. This class usually requires college graduation and extensive experience in civil
defense, emergency services, or disaster relief, including considerable administrative expe-
rience. In some States, experience in related fields or as a military officer may be substituted

for college graduation.
