The proposed use of the property for office and research

facilities and a lodge complex in conjunction thereto anl

the additional construction of multi-family and resident .al

dwellings in accordance with the petitioners' comprehens »ve

plan will further the Township's intentions as set forth

in their zoning plan. The office and research zone is

in an area already zoned for business and less than

5 acre residential properties and is at the major

interchange of 1-237 and 1-78.

Since the petitioner intends to leave over 50 per

cent of the property in green acres and its present

natural state, the development of this property in this

manner will be a benefit to the Township from an

ecological and conservation standpoint,

at not cost to the Township.

A. Well, if this plan is carried out and it was entirely

built five years from now, it would be a maximum of 78

coming out of a single family subdivision and approximately

222 children coming out of townhouse developments* This is

a ratio of «,84 school children per townhouse and lo>5 children

per single family. Now* we have purposely been conservative

in the single family and very lenient in the number of

children in the townhouses* Our experience has shown, and

taking actual case histories of townhouses in other areas,

that for the first five years the ratio of school children

family will be lower than .84, It will be lower* It will ndt

run over , 84 •

QL From what source did you derive your figures and
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estimate? A. These were derived from our

experience in working in a number of communities, not only

in New Jersey, but other parts of the country, for this

type of townhouse development.

QL With respect to the cost of such facilities, did

you give us or did you estimate any amount for such

dwellings, first with respect to the residential one acre

and then with respect to the townhouses?

A. If the entire plan is carried out as shown on this map,

we have estimated that there would be an annual surplus of

$299,000 a year. And this takes into consideration not only

the educational costs, but the other municipal costs, police,

fire and things of this nature. The county costs, which last

year was 1,47 per hundred dollars of assessed evaluation, anc

the exemptments. Even taking into consideration the

educational cost and the other costs, this plan, if carried

out, has been estimated to have a surplus of $299,000 a year.

We also estimated using the same figure of 1,5 school children

per family on 5 acres and 1 acre, as it!spresently, that it

will come up with an annual surplus of $4,836 a year.

A, We have* estimated

that the motel would have a total land value and improvement

of $1,920r000f or an estimated value of $960,000 existing at

50 per cent ratio. Based upon the 1970 tax rate, that would

result in municipal taxes of $50,304* By detracting the

municipal cost and county cost exemptions and so forth, it

would end up with a surplus of $29,180 a year,

Q. You say by detracting the community and county

costs. JL Yes.

Q. What do you mean by that? ft. Well,

it coats money to run the municipal and county government.

The municipal last year was 72 cents for every 100. And the

county cost was 1.47, the exemption was 7 cents. So having

the facilities pay its share of the other municipal costs,

although it may not generate these costs, it's still going

to end up with $29,280 a year.

Q. With respect to the office and research facility,

did you at my request, and request of the owner, make a study

as to the amount of rateable and the co3t involved in such

structures? ft. Yes. The anticipated

income derived from the office complex would be $531,860 a

year, based upon last year's tax rate. The other municipal

costs, again, municipal, county and exemptions, would

result in an annual tax surplus of $309,575 a year.

QL Again, did you take into consideration the same
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property to be developed for ̂ office building use. He has

also suggested that the municipality wight consider open

space or clusters zoning on top of the mountain. We have,

as I indicated earlier, shown 52 homes to be developed on

that plateau that would have an overall density of over

6 acres per unit. He has suggested the property of the

Township permitting up to 6-story apartments on top of the

plateau. This, I suppose, is where we'have been a little mo

conservative in that we are only proposing two-story townhou

for sale, and we have not shown any garden apartment develop

ment that he has suggested might be considered. So I would

say that the Township Planning Consultant and our plan are

very similar.

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Mr. Diana said—-will be sworn in and give statements,

MR. MATTHEWS: I had a question relating, as I

understand it, in your 20 years in this particular

field, you have worked on something like 67 x^oj^cts

in various municipalities. Is that correct.

THE WITNESS: We've worked for 67 municipalities.

MR. .MATTHEWS: All right. Well, the question I

have is of the 67 municipalities, what is the number

of projects of the type that you're proposing here that

you have worked with of this total of-—

THE WITNESS: Of those 67 municipalities that we»v

"been retained by, approximately 50 of those we were

retained to prepare a comprehensive matter plan for the

entire community, which takes in the whole municipality

in dealing with community facilities and schools and

parks and streets and zoning and land use and so forth.

As it pertains to this kind of project, as you know or

not know, P.U.D., Planned Unit Development, is a

relatively new concept in the State of New Jersey,

The Statute has only been on the books for a few years,

and there's only one or two projects in the State that

have actually been constructed pursuant to the

Statute. One is Twin Rivers in East Windsor Township.

There are others now at about the same stage as the

Johns Manville Project is. The one community that's
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about at that stage is Sparta Township, where U.S. Stee

has 2,000 acres and they're proposing a P,U.D* as

part of that ballooning program* In that instance,

we happen to be on the other side of the fence, and we

are consultants to the municipality. Another consulting

firm from Newark is representing the P.U.D, to the

municipality.

MR, MATTHEWS: The way I was heading here, you wou

talk about average numbers for taxation income and cost

to the Township. And these averages would be based upo

some experience that you have had in the past projects

of this type. And I just wondered what data the average

was based upon.

THE WITNESS: The average for the price of homes,

you mean, and townhouses, and so forth?

MR. MATTHEWS: Right. For example, you projected

an income to the Township based on an average number.

THE WITNESS: Right.

MR. MATTHEWS: Depending on exemptions. I was talk

about what would be the maximum deviance from the past

experience from your average numbers.

THE WITNESS: Well, when we speak of an average
