union, establish justice, ensure domestic tranquillity, provide for the 
common dey•ence, promote the g"eneral webere, and secure t]•e bless- 
in•s of liberty to ourselves and our posterity, do ordain and esta- 
blish tills Constitution for the L•ited States of America. 

ARTICLE •. 

SEc•o• 1. All legislative powers herein granted shall be vested 
pOV;el'2• in a congress of the United States, •vhich shall consist of a senate where vest-

No person shall be a representative who shall not have attained T•ctr 
to the age of twenty-five years, and been seven years a citizen of cartøns' 
the United States, and who shall not, when elected, be an inhabit- 
ant of that state in which he shall be chosen. 

Representatives and direct taxes shall be apportioned among the r•o of 
several states which may be included within this union, •cordi-o-portionina a•: u• rcpreseuta- 
to their respective numbers, which shall be determined by addingti,-•s 
to the whole number of free persons, including those bound to feet taxes. 
service for a term of years, and excluding Indians not taxed, three- 
fit•hs of all other persons. The actual enumeration shall be made 
•vithln three years after the first meeting of the congress of the 
United States, and within every subsequent term of' ten years, in 
such manner as they shall by law direct. The number of repre- 
sentatives shall not exceed one for every thirty thousand, but each 
state shall have at least one representative; and until such enu- 
meration shall be made, the s•atc of New Hampshire shall be en- 
titled to choose three, Massachusetts eight, Rhode Island and 
Providence Plantations one, Connecticut five, New York six, New 
Jersey four, Pennsylvania eight, Delaware one, Maryland six, Vir- 
ginla ten, North Carolina five, South Carolina five, and Georgia 
three.

such vacancies.

,•eut. officers; and shall have the sole power of impeachment. 
Senate, how SEC. 3. The senate of the United States shall be composed of composed 
and chosen. tWO senators from each state, chosen by the legislature thereof, for 

six years; and each senator shall have one vote. 
Rotation of Immediately after they shall be assembled in consequence of the 
eeratm-s. first election, they shall be divided as equally as may be into three 

classes. The seats of the senators of the first class shall be vacated 

at the expiration of the second )-car, of the second class at the ex- 
piration of the fourth year, and of the third class at the expiration 
of the sixth year, so that one-third may be chosen every second 
year; and if vacancies happen, by resignation or othersvise, during 
the recess of the legislature of any state, the executive thereof may 
make temporary appointments until the next meeting of the legisla- 
ture, which shall then fill such vacancies.

Each house shall keep a journal of its proceedings, and fi'om 
time to time publish the same, excepting such parts as may i.n their 
judgment require secrecy; and the yeas and nays of the members 
of either house on &ny question shall, at the desire of one-fifth of 
those present, be entered on the journal. 

Neither house, during the session of congress, shall, without the Adjourn- 
consent of the other, adjourn for more than three days, nor to any merit. 
other place than that in which the two houses shall be sitting.

All bills for raising revenue shall originate in the house P, erenue 
of representatives; but the senate may propose or concur with bins' 
amendments as on other bills. 

Every bill which shall have passed the house of' representatives Bills to be 
and the senate, shall, before it become a law, be presented to Presentedfor 
the president of' the United States; if' he approve he shall sign it, approval.

the votes of both houses shall be determined by yeas and nays, and 
the names of the persons voting for and against the bill shall be 
entered on the journal of each house respectively. If any bill shall 
not be returned by the president within ten days (Sundays ex- 
cepted) after it shall have been presented to him, the same shall be 
a law, in like manner as if he had signed it, unless the congress by 
their adjournment prevent its return, in which case it shall not be a 
law. 

Every order, resolution or vote, to which the concurrence of the Orders and. 
senate and house of representatives may be necessary (except on a resølntiøns' 
question of adjournment) shall be presented to the president of' the 
United States; and before the same shall take effect, shall be ap- 
proved by him, or being disapproved by him, shall be repassed by 
two-thirds of' the senate and house of representatives, according to 
the rules and limitations prescribed in the case of a bill. powe•s of 

S•c. 8. The congress shall have power to lay and collect taxes, cøn•e•s' 
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duties, imposts and excises, to pay the debts and provide for the 
common defence and general welfare of the United States; but 
duties, imposts and excises shall be unifbrm throughout the United 
States; 

To 'borrow money on the credit of'the United States; 
To regulate commerce with œoreign nations, and among the 

several states, and 'with the Indian tribes; 
To establish an uniform rule of naturalization, and uniform laws 

on the subject of bankruptcies throughout the United States; 
To coin money, regulate the value thereof, and of foreign coin, 

and fix the standard of weights and measures; 
To provide for the punishment of' counterfeiting the securities 

and current coin of' the United States; 
To establish post o•ces and post roads; 
To promote the pregress of science and useful arts, by securing 

for limited times to authors and inventors the exclusive right to 
their respective writings and discoveries; 

To cons;itute tribunals inferior to the supreme corn't; 
To define and punish piracies and felonies committed on the 

high seas, and offbnces against the law of nations; 
To declare war, grant letters of marque and reprisal, and make 

rules concerning captures on land and water; 
To raise and support armies, but no appropriation of money to 

that use shall be for a longer term than two years; 
To provide and maintain a navy; 
To make rules for the government and regulation of the land 

and naval forces; 
To provide for calling œorth the militia to execute the laws of the 

union, suppress insurrections and repel invasions; 
To provide for organizing, arming, and disciplining the militia, 

and œor governing such part of them as may be employed in the 
service of the United States, reserving to the states, respectively, 
the appointment of the officers, and the authority of training the 
militia according to the discipline prescribed by congress; 

To exercise exclusive legislation in all cases whatsoever, over 
such district (not exceeding ten miles square) as may, by cession of 
particular states, and the acceptance of congress, become the seat 
of the govermnent of the United States, and to exercise ]ike au- 
thority over all places purchased by the consent of the legislature 
of the state in which the same shall be, for the erection of forts, 
magazines, arsenals, dock yards, and other needful building's;--and 

To make all' laws which shall be necessary and proper ibr car- 
rying into execution the œoregoing powers, and all other powers 
vested by this constitution in the government of' the United States, 
or in any department or officer thereof. 

S•c. 9. The migration or importation of' such persons as any of 
the states now existing shall think proper to admit, shall not be 
prohibited by the congress prior to the year one thousand eight 
hundred and eight, but a tax or duty may be imposed on such im- 
portation, not exceeding ten dollars for each person. 

The privilege of the writ of habeas corpus shall not be suspend- 
ed, unless when in cases of rebell;..on or invasion the public safety 
may reqtdre it.

No title of nobility shall be granted by the United States; an'dTitles ana 
no person holding any office of profit or trust under them, shall, presents.

SEc. 10. No state shall enter into any treaty, alliance, or con- [,imitations

produce of all duties and imposts, laid by any state on imports or 
exports, shall be for the use of the treasury of the United States; 
and all such lavvs shall be subject to the revision and control of the 
congress. 

No state shall, without the consent of congress, lay any duty of 
tonnage, keep troops or ships of war in.time o• peace, enter into 
any agreement or conapact with another state, or with a fbreig.n 
power, or engage in war, unless actually invaded, or in such immi- 
nent danger as will not admit of delay. 

ARTICLE II.

And they shall make a 
list of. all the persons voted for, and ofthe number of. w•tes œor each; 
which list they shall sign and certify, and transmit sealed to the 
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seat of the government of the United States, directed to the presi- 
dent of the senate. The president of the senate shall, in the pre- 
sence of the senate and house of representatives, open all the cer- 
tificates, and the votes shall then be counted. The person having 
the greatest number of votes shall be the president, if such number 
be a majority of the whole number of electors appointed; and if' 
there be more than one who have such majority, and have an equal 
number of votes, then the house of representatives shall immedi- 
ately choose by ballot one of them for president; and if no person 
have a majority, then œrom the five highest on the list, the said 
house shall in like manner choose the president. But in choosing 
the president, the votes shall be taken by states, the representation 
fi'om each state having one vote; a quorum for this purpose shall 
¾onsist of a member or members œrom two-thirds of the states, and 
a majority of all the states shall be necessary to a choice. In every 
case, aftcs' the choice of the president, the person having the great- 
est number of votes of the electors shall be the vice president. 
But if there should remain two or more who have equal votes, the 
senate shall choose œrom them by ballot the vice president.

Before he enter on the execution of his office, he shall take the 
following oath or afBrmation: "I do solemnly swear (or affirm) 
that œ will faithfully execute the office of president of the United 
States, and will to the best of my ability, preserve, protect, and 
defend the constitution of' the United States." 

Powers of SEC. 2. The president shall be commander in chief of the army 
th•p,-•si- and navy of the United States, and of the militia of the several dent, 

states, when called into the actual service of the United States; he 
may require the opinion, in writing, of the principal officer in each 
of the executive departments, upon any subject relating' to the du- 
ties of their respective offices, and he shall have power to grant 
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.reprieves and pardons for offences against the United States, except 
in cases of' impeachment. 

He shall have power, by and with the advice and consent of 
the senate, to make treaties, provided two-thirds of' the senators 
present concur; and he shall nominate, and by and with the advice 
and consent of the senate, shall appoint ambassadors, other public 
ministers and consuls, judges of' the supreme court, and all other 
officers of' the United States, whose appointments are not herein 
otherwise provided for, and which shall be established by law: but 
the congtßess may by law vest the appointment of' such inferior offi- 
cers, as they think proper, in the president alone, in the courts of 
law, or in the heads of' departments. 

The president shall have power to fill up all vacancies that may 
happen during the recess of' the senate, by granting commissions 
xvhich shall expire at the end of' their next session.

AMENDMENTS 

To tlee Constitution of t]•e United States, rattled accordin• to tYze 
2rovisions of t?eejYfth article o/the foreg'oin Constitution. 

ARTICLE I. 

How far the Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of re- 
powers of ligion, or prohibiting' the œree exercise thereof; or abridging the conre'ess 

shar•c•im-•reedom oœ speech, or oœ the press; or the right of the people 
ired. peaceably to assemble, and to petition the government for a redress 

of grievances. 
ARTICLE II. 

Of the mill- A well regulated militia being necessary to the security of a free 
tie•. state, the right of the people to keep and bear arms shall not be 

infringed. 
ARTICLE III. 

Of quarter- NO soldier shall, in time of peace, be quartered in any house 
i,•gso•aicrs. without the consent of the owner: nor in time of war, but in a 

manner to be prescribed by law. 
ARTICLE IV, 

o•,,'eason- The right of the people to be secure in their persons, houses, 
able searches 

•,•ase•ures. papers, and effects, against unreasonable searches and seizures, 
shall not be violated; and no warrants shall issue, but upon pro- 
bable cause, supported by oath or a•rmation, and particularly de- 
scribing the place to be searched, and the persons or things to be 
seized.

In all criminal prosecutions, the accused shall enjoy the right to Of criminal 
a speedy and public trial, by an impartial jury of the state and prøsecutiøns 
district wherein the crime shall have been committed; which dis- 
trict shall have been previously ascertained by law; and to be in- 
formed of the nature and cause of the accusation; to be confronted 
with the witnesses against him; to have compulsory process for ob- 
taining witnesses in his layout; and to have the assistance of coun- 
self for his defence. 

ARTICLE VII.

ARTICLE XiI. 

The electors shall meet in their respective states, and vote by Electoral 
ballot for president and vice president, one of whom, at least, shall colleges. 
not be an inhabitant of the same state with themselves; they shall 
name in their ballots the person voted for as president, and in dis- 
tinct ballots the person voted for as vice president; and they shall 
make distinct lists of all persons voted for as president, and of all 
persons voted for as vice president, and of the number of votes for 
each, which lists they shall sign and certify, and transmit sealed to 
the seat of the government of the United States, directed to the 
president of the senate; the president of the senate shall, in the vote8 •ount- 
presence of' the senate and house of representatives, open all the ed. 
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certificates, and the votes shall then be counted: the person having 
the greatest nmnbcr of votes for president, shall be the president, 
if such number be a majority of the whole number of electors ap- 
pointed; and if no person have such majority, then from the per- 
sons having the highest numbers, not exceeding three, on the list 
of those voted for as president, the house of representatives shall 
choose immediately, by ballot, the president. But in choosing the 
president, the votes shall be taken by states, the representation 
from each state having one vote; a quorum for this purpose shall 
consist of a member or members from two-thirds of the states, and 
a majority of all the states shall be necessary to a choice. And if 
the house of representatives shall not choose a president whenever 
the right of choice shall devolve upon them, before the •burth day 
of March next following, then the vice president shall act as presi- 
dent, as in the case of the death or other constitutional disability of 
the president. 

The person having the greatest number of votes as vice presi- 
dent, shall be the vice president, if such number be a majority of 
the whole number of electors appointed; and if no person have a 
majority, then from the two highest numbers on the list, the senate 
shall choose the vice president; a quorum for the purpose shall 
consist of two-thirds of the whole number of senators, and a ma- 
jority of the whole number shall be necessary to a choice. 

But no person constitutionally ineligible to the office of president, 
shall be eligible to that of vice president of the United States.
