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DEATH.

An act to provide for the recovery of damages in cases where
the death of a person is caused by wrongful act, neglect,
or default.

Approved March 3, 1848,

1. Whenever the death of a person shall be caused by wrongful act,
neglect, or default, and the act, neglect, or default is such as would, if death
had not ensued, have entitled the party injured to maintain an action and
recover damages in respect thereof, then and in every such case the person
who, or the corporation which, would have been liable if death had not
ensued, shall be liable to an action for damages, notwithstanding the death
of the personinjured, and although the death shall have been caused under
such circumstances as amount in law to felony. :

2. Every such action shall be brought by and in the names of the per-
sonal representatives of such deceased person; and the amount recovered
in every such action shall be for the exclusive benefit of the widow and
next of kin of such deceased person, and shall be distributed to such widow
and next of kin in the proportions provided by law in relation to the
distribution of personal property left by persons dying intestate ; and in
every such action the jury may give such damages as they shall deem fair
and just, with reference to the pecuniary injury resulting from such death
to the wife and next [of] kin of such deceased person ; provided, that every
such action shall be commenced within twelve calendar months after the
death of such deceased person.(a)

3. Onrequest by the defendant, or the defendant’s attorney, the plaintiff
on the record shall be required to deliver to the defendant, or to the
defendant’s attorney, a particular account in writing, of the nature of the
claim in respect to which damages shall be sought to be recovered.

1. That from and after the passage of this act it shall be unlawful for The practice of
any person to engage in the practice of dentistry in the state of New dentistry, when
Jersey; unless said person has graduated and received a diploma from the unlawful.
faculty of a dental college, chartered under the authority of some one of
the United States or foreign governments, or shall have obtained a certifi-
cate from a board of dentists, duly authorized and appointed by this act,
to issue such certificates.
