1. That all wagers, bets or stakes made to depend upon any race or
game, or upon any gaming by lot or chance, or upon any lot, chance,
casualty, or unknown or contingent event, shall be unlawful.

2. Any person who shall pay, deliver or deposit any money, property
or thing in action, upon the event of any wager or bet herein prohibited,
or which is or shall be prohibited by any law of this state, may sue for
and recover the same of the winner, or perscn to whom the same shall be
paid or delivered, or of the stakeholder, or other person in whose hands
the same shall be deposited, or any part thereof, whether the same shall
have been delivered or paid over by such depositary or stakeholder or
not, and whether any such wager be lost or not.(a)

3. That all promises, agreements, notes, bills, bonds, contracts, judg-
ments, mortgages, leases, or other securities or conveyances, which shall
be made, given, entered into, or executed by any person, where the whole
or any part of the consideration thereof shall be for money, property, or
thing in action whatsoever, laid, won or betted in violation of the first
section of this act, or for reimbursing or repaying any money knowingly
lent or advanced to help or facilitate such violation, shall be utterly void
and of none effect.

4. That if any such sale, conveyance, lease, or mortgage of either real
or personal estate, as is made void in the preceding section shall be made,
the same shall enure to the use of the heirs or legal representatives of
such vendor, bargainor, lessor, or mortgagor, and shall vest the whole
estate and interest so attempted to be transferred in such property, to all
intents and purposes, in such heirs or legal representatives, in the same
manner as though such vendor, bargainor, lessor or mortgagor had died
intestate; and all conveyances or other devices to evade this provision
shall be utterly void.
