Approved April 7, 1875.

1. That any person or persons who shall knowingly sell or exchange,
or expose for sale or exchange, any impure, adulterated or unwholesome
milk, shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and on conviction thereof
shall be punished by a fine of not less than fifty dollars for each and every
offence, and if the fine is not immediately paid, shall be imprisoned for not
less than thirty days in the county jail, or until said fine shall be paid.

2. That any person or persons who shall adulterate milk, with the view
of offering the same for sale or exchange, or shall keep cows for the
production of milk for market, or for sale or exchange, in a crowded or
unhealthy condition, or feed the same on food that produces impure,
diseased or unwholesome milk, or who shall sell or exchange, or offer to
sell or exchange, any milk as pure milk, from which the cream or an
portion thereot has been taken, except as hereinafter provided, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and on conviction thereof, shall be pun-
ished by a fine of not less than fifty dollars for each and every offence,
and if the fine is not immediately paid, shall be imprisoned for not less
than thirty days in the county jail, or until said fine shall be paid.

3. That the addition of water, or any substance, is hereby declared an
adulteration; any milk that is obtained from animals that are fed on
distillery waste, usually called “swill,” or upon any substance in a state
of putrefaction, is hereby declared to be impure and unwholesome, and
any person or persons offending as aforesaid, shall be deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor, and on conviction thereof shall be punished by a fine of not
less than fifty dollars for each and every offence, and if the fine is not
immediately paid, shall be imprisoned for not less than thirty days in the
county jail, or until said fine shall be paid.

4. That nothing in this act contained, shall be construed to prevent the
sale of skimmed milk, provided the person or persons selling the same shall
first make known the fact that it is skimmed milk and shall sell it as such;
and any person or persons who shall violate the provisions of this section
ghall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and on conviction thereof shall
be subject to the penalties preseribed in section two of this act.

5. That the penalties hereinbefore provided for shall be recoverable
before any court having jurisdiction of the same, one-half of such fine or
penalty shall be paid to the person or persons who shall make the com-
plaint and prosecute the same, and the other half shall be paid over to the
poormaster or overseer of the poor of the township or ward where the
offence was committed.
