An act to regulate the practice of pharmacy.
Approved March 9, 1877,

1. That from and after the first day of January, one thousand eight
hundred and seventy-eight, it shall be unlawful for any person or persons
to open or conduct any pharmacy or store for retailing, dispensing or
compounding drugs or medicines, unless such person shall be or shall
employ and place in charge of such pharmacy or store, a registered phar-
macist, within the meaning of this act; and every pharmacy or store kept
open for the retailing, dispensing and compounding of medicines, shall be
under the direct personal care and management of a registered pharmacist.

2. That any person not being or having in his employ a registered
pharmacist, within the meaning of this act, who shall, after the first day
of January, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-eight, keep a phar-
macy or store for retailing or compounding medicines, or who shall take,
use or exhibit the title of registered pharmacist, shall for every such
offence, be liable to a penalty of fifty dollars; such penalty to be sued for
and recovered by the board of pharmacy hereinafter mentioned, in the
same manner provided by the statutes of this state for the recovery of
penalties in other qui tam actions; provided, that nothing in this act shall
apply to or in any manner interfere with the business of any physician,
nor prevent him from supplying to his patients such articles as may seem
to him proper, nor with the making or vending of patent or proprietary
medicines, nor with the sale of the usual domestic remedies by retail
dealers in rural districts.

3. That on or before the first day of July, one thousand eight hundred
and seventy-seven, and of every third year thereafter, the New Jersey
Pharmaceutical Association shall submit to the governor the names of
fifteen pharmacists, doing business within the state, out of which number
the governor shall appoint five persons, who shall constitute the Board of
Pharmacy of the State of New Jersey; shall hold office for the term of
three years and until their successors shall have been appointed and quali-
fied, and within thirty days after their appointment, each person so
appointed, shall take and subscribe an oath before any officer authorized
to administer an oath in the state, that they will faithfully and impartially
discharge the duties prescribed by this act; and in case of the death,
resignation or removal from the state of any member of said board, the
governor shall appoint in his place a pharmacist from among the fifteen
names last submitted to him, to serve as a member of the board for the
remainder of the term.
