1. That from and after the publication of this act, if any persons, to the
number of twelve or more, being armed with clubs, guns, swords, or other
weapons, or if any number of persons, consisting of thirty or more, shall
be unlawfully, routously, riotously, or tumultuously assembled, any justice
of the peace, sheriff, under-sheriff, or constable of the county, where such
assembly shall be, shall, among the rioters, or as near to them as he can
safely come, command silence, while proclamation is making, and shall,
openly and with a loud voice, make, or cause to be made, proclamation in
these or the like words: ' ,

And all justices of the peace, sheriffs, under-sheriffs, and constables,
within the limits of their respective jurisdictions, are hereby authorized,

empowered and required, on notice or knowledge of any such unlawful,
routous, riotous, or tumultuous assembly, to resort to the place where
such unlawful, routous, riotous, or tumultuous assembly shall be, and there
to make or cause to be made, proclamation in manner aforesaid.

. If such persons, 80 unla,wfully, routously, riotously, and tumultnously
assembled a8 aforesaid, shall, after proclamation made, or attempted to be
made, in manner aforesald continue together and not disperse themselves
within one bour, then it shall and may be lawful to and for every justice
of the peace, sheriff, under-sheriff, or constable of the county where such
agsembly shall be, and to and for such other person and persons, as shall
be commanded to be assisting unto any such justice, sheriff, under-sheriff,
or constable (who are hereby respectively authorized and empowered to
command all the citizens of this state, to be assisting to them therein),
to seize and apprehend, and they are hereby required to seize and appre-
hend such persons, so unlawfully, routously, riotously and tumultuously
continning together, after proclamation made, or attempted to be made,
as aforesaid, and forthwith to carry the persons so apprehended, before
one or more of the justices of the peace of the county, where such persons
shall be so apprehended, in order to their being proceeded against, for
such their offences, according to law; and if the persons so unlawfully,
routously, riotously and tumultuously assembled, or any of them, shall
happen to be killed, wounded or hurt, in the dispersing, seizing or appre-
hending, or endeavoring to disperse, seize or apprehend them, by reason
of their resisting the persons so dispersing, seizing or apprehendlng, or
endeavoring to disperse, seize or apprehend them, then every such justice
of the peace, sheriff, under-sheriff, or constable, and all and singular person
and persons, being aiding or assisting to them or any of them, shall be
held guiltless, and be absolutely indemnified and discharged.

3. If any person or persons do or shall, with force and arms, wilfully
and knowingly, oppose, obstruct, or in any manner, wilfully and knowmgly
let, hinder, or hurt any person or persons, that shall begin to proclaim, or
go to proclaim, according to the proclamation hereby directed to be made,
whereby such proclamation shall not be made, that then every such
opposing, obstructing, letting, hindering, or hurting such person or persons,
80 beginning or going to make such proclamation as aforesaid, shall be
adjudged a misdemeanor, and be punished by fine or imprisonment, or
both, o by fine or imprisonment at hard labor, or both, the fine not
to exceed one hundred dellars, nor the imprisonment, six months.

4. All persons, who, for the space of one hour after proclamation made,
or attempted to be made, as aforesaid, shall unlawfully, routously, riotously
and tumultuously continue together to the number of twelve or more, if
armed, or of thirty or more, if’ unarmed, as aforesaid; then such persons,
so oﬁ'endmg, shall be adj udged gullty of a mlsdemeanor and on conviction,

shall be punished by fine or imprisonment, or both or by fine or

imprisonment at hard labor, or both, the fine not to exceed one thousand
dollars, nor the imprisonment three years.

5. Whenever any buildings or other real or personal property shall be

destroyed or injured, in consequence of any mob or riot, the city in which
the same shall occur, or if not in a ¢ity, then the county in which such
property was situated, shall be liable to an action, by or in behalf of the
party whose property was thus destroyed or injured, for the damages
sustained by reason thereof.
6. Such action or actions may be brought and conducted in the same
manner that other actions may be prosecuted by law, and the judgment
may be reviewed.in the manner now provided for in civil actions; and
whenever any final judgment shall be recovered against any such city or
county in-any such action,; such judgment shall be paid and collected as
other judgments against such city or county.

7. No person or corporation shall be entitled to recover in any such
action if it shall appear upon the trial thereof that such destruction or
injury of property was oécasioned, or in any manner aided, sanctioned or
permitted by the carelessness or negllgence of such person or corporation;
nor shall any person or corporation be entitled to recover any damages
for any destruction or'injury of property as aforesaid, unless such party

shall have used all reasonable diligence to prevent such damage, and shall
have notified the mayor of such city, or the sheriff of such county,
immediately after being apprised of any threat or attempt to destroy or
injure his or their property by any mob or riot, of the facts brought to his
knowledge ; and upon the receipt of such notice it shall be the duty of such
officer to take all legal means to protect the property attacked or
threatened.

8. Nothing in this act shall be construed to prevent any person or
corporation whose property has been injured or destroyed by any mob or
riot from having or maintaining an action against each and every person
engaged or in any manner participating in such riot or mob.

9. No action shall be maintained against any city or county, under the
provisions of this'act, unless the same shall be brought within three months
after the loss or injury; provided, if the parties bringing suit be in ward,
as of unsound mind, or minors, or under coverture, this limitation shall
not apply.

10. 1t shall be lawful for any city, by its common council, and for any
county, by its board of chosen freeholders, whenever such city or county
ghall be liable to an action under the provisions of this act, to agree in
writing, with the owner of the property destroyed or injured, upon the
sum to be paid by such city or county, without action; and the sum
agreed upon shall be paid as claims of a general nature against such city
or county.

11. Any city or county which sball pay any sum under the provisions
of this act, whether paid upon judgment or settlement, may recover the
full value of the property destroyed or injured, in an action against any or
all of the persons in any manner engaged in such destruction or injury; and
in such action the judgment recovered against, or the settlement made by
such city or county, may be offered and shall be received as prima facie
evidence of the value of the property destroyed or injured. :
